Tests of fetal well-being:


Fetal motility, ctg, ultrasound, Doppler investigation, Amnioscopy





Pinard stethoscope- every 15 minutes, after every contraction in second stage





FHM - fetal heart rate monitoring





Continuous CTG (cardiotocograpphy):


Breech presentation


Multiple pregnancies

Fetal scalp electrode


External fetal heart rate monitor








Alternations in baseline rate





Fetal tachycardia above 170 beats per min (hypoxia, pyrexia, dehydration) more often in praeterm labour


Baseline bradycardia under 120 beats per min
